10 Challenging Points About PowerPoint

(Place a check next to any point that is on point for you.)

	1.
	Avoid allowing PowerPoint to absorb all of the energy from your audience. Keep some of the focus on the faces of your participants. Press the B on the keyboard (If the lights are on)or the W on the keyboard( if the lights are off) while in slide show mode in order to make a transition to something else. 

(For example, tell a story or ask a question)



	2
	Rehearse your presentation using your slides.  This will enable you to avoid turning to look at the screen in order to determine when your slide should be changed.

	3.
	Try to have some light on YOU during the presentation. Your audience should be able to see as well as hear you.

	4.
	Avoid reading your slides to your audience unless they are visually impaired.

	5.
	Try to use little text on each of your slides. Give comments that will expand on the few points you have made on your slide. 

	6.
	If you have designed your slides for people to take notes (adults love to take notes) give ample time for each slide before clicking to the next slide.

	7.
	Touch, turn, then talk!  If you touch a slide with a pointer, or even your index finger, turn from your slide to your audience before talking. 

	8.
	Make your PowerPoint presentation function as a support rather than a co-presenter. Be prepared to give a written form of the presentation in case of mishaps.

	9.
	Keep looking for exciting computer graphics or digital pictures that will add dynamic impact to your presentation.

	10.
	Allow the passion for your topic to shine brighter than the lights of the projector.
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
